Natural world 
Locative – place where people go or live (cf. 4:1)
Values or attitudes that are against God; “worldly”.
Generic term for unbelieving world (cf. 3:1)

Paul’s attitude (1 Cor. 5:9-10)

Nitty gritty life makes love of Father and love of 
world blurry
